One item the members of your church council have recently been   
discussing is church safety.  In light of the many violent events in   
recent years at both churches and schools across our country, 
Maryville  Police Chief Rob Carpenter was invited to speak at the   
February church council meeting.  Rather than share Chief Carpenterôs       
comments and recommendations in writing, we plan to hold two    
listening sessions on the weekend of April 14-15.  The first will occur 
at the conclusion of the Saturday evening service on the 14th, and the 
other session will be held at the conclusion of the 10:45 a.m. service 
on April 15th.  Both listening sessions will take place in the sanctuary.  
Because these meetings are not suitable for children under high 
school age, my daughters will be in the nursery for anyone in need of 
child care.  Please consider attending one of these sessions.  Council 
members welcome your questions, your concerns, and your           
recommendations. 
 
I am optimistic about working with each of you to meet the challenges 
ahead of us.  Let our Christian faith guide us and let us trust the Lord 
to help us work together in making intelligent, sound, and prayer-
based decisions in the weeks and months ahead!
